Course Description
Welcome to Geometry.   I am looking forward to working with all of you this semester.  Together we will be learning to develop your reasoning and problem solving skills as you study topics such as congruence and similarity, and apply properties of lines, triangles, quadrilaterals, and circles, while expanding your Algebra skills.


Geometry is a full year course which has a prerequisite of Algebra I.  All students at PHHS are required to take and pass Geometry.  Your success in this class will depend largely on how much effort you put into each class session, whether you consistently do daily practice assignments, as well as the preparation and study time you spend at home.  


We will cover a large amount of material this year, adding to what you have already learned and know.  It will be to your advantage to keep your notes and paper handy for review and reference.  In addition, there are classroom expectations and procedures that have been put in place for the purpose of your success.   Adherence to our plan will ensure that our classroom has an environment conducive to learning.  Please pay particular attention to the following information.  
  Geometry students are expected to:

· Read mathematical problems actively and critically
· Write effective solutions to problems and projects

· Present solutions to problems effectively

· Use a variety of appropriate resources including the computer and calculator to solve mathematical problems

· Employ multiple critical and creative thinking strategies in reasoning and problem solving

· Demonstrate a knowledge and appreciation of how mathematics can be used outside the mathematics classroom

· And meet all of the course objectives listed below

 
Topics Include:

· Experiment with transformations in the plane
· Understand congruence in terms of rigid motions

· Prove geometric theorems

· Make geometric constructions

· Understand similarity in terms of similarity transformations 

· Prove theorems involving similarity

· Define trigonometric ratios and solve problems involving right triangles

· Apply trigonometry to general triangles

· Understand and apply theorems about circles

· Find arc lengths and areas of sectors of circles

· Translate between the geometric description and the equation for a conic section

· Use coordinates to prove simple geometric theorems algebraically

· Use coordinates to prove simple geometric theorems algebraically

· Explain volume formulas and use them to solve problems
· Visualize relationships between two-dimensional and three dimensional objects
· Apply geometric concepts in modeling situations

Independent Practice
Individual practice is very important when learning mathematics.  Independent Practice may come in the form of classwork or homework assignments and will be given daily and will often be graded.  Grades will range from “10” to “0”.  A “10” indicates that you attempted all problems (work shown) and got most of them correct. A “0” indicates you did not do your assignment, missed an assignment and did not make it up, or made very little attempt.  
 
 Late Work
Late work is defined as any work completed and turned in after a designated due date. Late work will be accepted up to TWO DAYS AFTER THE DESIGNATED DUE DATE FOR THE WORK. Extended time may be given due to extenuating circumstances. 
However, NO LATE WORK will be accepted one week prior to the end of the quarter. 
Students will receive credit for work as follows:

	Worked turned in on time
	Full earned credit

	Work turned in one day late
	75% of earned credit

	Work turned in two days late
	50% of earned credit

	Work turned in three or more days late
	0% of earned credit


Absences
INDEPENDENT PRACTICE
It is YOUR responsibility to check with the teacher regarding any missed work due to an absence.  Do this ONLY before, after class, or during independent practice.  

If you are out of class based on an excused absence, you will have one day to complete the missing assignment(s) for each day that you are absent.  

UNIT TESTS/MASTERY QUIZZES

If you are out of class based on an excused absence you will have one day to complete the Test or Quiz for each day that you are absent.  .  The make-up test or quiz must be taken after school, and will be different than the original.  Please arrange in advance to stay after school.  Any test or quiz not taken within this time frame will be given a grade of Zero.
Projects
Throughout the semester there will be projects, many of which will require a computer.  (There are computers in each lab and the library, which are available before and after school, if one is not available at home.)  These projects will require class work and home work.  Projects will be posted on my webpage.  Projects must be typed and all mathematics must be typed or in pencil.
Cheating
Cheating is defined as copying from someone else’s paper, talking during testing, using notes without direct approval, getting an advance copy of any assignment, or using someone else’s name on your assignment are all flagrant violations of school policy. The first instance will result in a zero for that test/assignment for all parties involved and a conference with parent.  The second instance will result in possible removal from the class with a loss of credit for the course for that semester.
